There were no gaps or problems with the AAMPS data system. 
In creation of higher MET parameters, PDAlphaF.1 was selected (under Attack Pressure Probe Selection choices) to utilize AA.1.
GDIFF check: Mean of 1831 meters of drift for INE #1 (with respect to the Novatel) 1612 meters for INE#2. In creation of higher MET parameters, INE #2 selected.
TTM.3 displayed an oscillation of around 0.5C (with a period of just over 2.5 minutes) during cruise above 41K. TTM4 oscillation was small (around 0.2C with a period of 10-15 seconds). TTM.1 is the default.

Using AA.1 by selecting PDAlphaF.1 in the calculation of higher MET parameters, Vertical Winds during the cruise portion of flight from 20:00z to 02:06z at or above 41K showed a mean UWZ of +0.11 m/s. The UWZ off the plane (A.nc using AA.2) file showed +0.17. When selecting PDAlphaF.2 using ACAT-4, the UWZ was as high as +0.31 m/s.
